· Call the U.S. Treasury Electronic Payment Solution Center at (800) 333-1795, Monday – Friday from 8 a.m. to 8 p.m. EST.

The Treasury Department will contact check recipients by mail to encourage their compliance. Check recipients will be offered a choice of direct deposit, which is the Treasury Department’s preferred payment method for people with bank accounts, or the Direct Express® Debit Mastercard® card.
